Championship leaders Charlie Taylor/Steve Bielby in their Mk2

Escort led the historic field away and set third fastest time on

the opening 8.08 mile stage of Kinharvie.

Second away was Category 2 leader Bob Bean in his Escort Mk 

1 RS2000 16V.

Bob set second fastest time on stage 1. But At first service he came

in complaining of  A serious slipping clutch. A decision was made

By his service crew to change the clutch. But, Bean didn’t have one 

with him so Rally Xtreme Service crew lent them a clutch. With 7 

minutes of lateness remaining after the change, the car left service.

After a twenty minute service Stage 2 saw the crews blast through the 

short (0.71mile) Heathhall spectator  stage. Now

with a new clutch Bob Bean set fastest time by 1 second from Steve

Magson. Charlie Taylor made it through the stage but after the water 

splash the car spluttered to the finish, a quick inspection found that the

distributor had broken. 

A quick change of distributor was made and they headed for the next 

stage and much to the navigators relief still arrived on their due minute.

After a final visit to service following SS4 Steve Magson was leading 

the rally overall by 15 seconds from the ex Russell Brookes Mk 2 

Escort of Alasdair Graham. Graham, not registered for championship 

points, pushed Magson hard over the last two stages, taking

7 seconds on stage 5 (8.37mile Ae West) and 6 seconds on 

Stage 6 (12.75 mile Ae East). Magson reached the finish only

Two seconds ahead and became the first double winner of the

Championship and nearly a month after his first ever overall win

On the JIM CLARK Rally.

In the championship, Charlie Taylor still leads with Steve Magson

Second and after his first retirement of the season when the 

Replacement clutch he change in service gave up, Bob Bean is third.

In Category 2 with Bob Bean retiring Robin Shuttleworth/Ron 

Roughead in their Mk 1 RS2000 took top championship points.

Scot George Bryson with wife Jacqueline alongside also failed to finish 

due to a mechanical problem after SS5. Finally Andrew Frost/Miles 

Cartwright were another crew not to reach the finish when the camshaft 

broke.

Category 1



With no Category 1 cars entering this round of the championship, Terry Cree continues to lead and lies 11th in the championship with 49 points. Nick Pinkett, who joined the championship on the last round at Chatsworth has 25 points.

Category 2

After Bob Bean’s first retirement of the season when the clutch expired, Robin Shuttleworth takes his first victory in Category 2 and Class C3. Robin now lies 4th in the championship with 130 points.

Andrew Frost’s retirement was due to a broken camshaft

he know lies 9th in the championship with 70 points.

George Bryson who also had his first retirement with mechanical problems is 5th in the championship with 100 points
Category 3

After 30 years of rallying Steve Magson becomes the first double winner of this years championship and exactly a month after his first overall victory on last months JIM CLARK Historic Rally.

Championship leader Charlie retains the lead with 209 points.

Martin Knapp/Mike Robinson in their Triumph TR7 16V were having a very good rally. On stage 1 they came very close to hitting a wild boar. Navigator Mike Robinson debated about stopping and getting out the apple sauce but decided to the crew decided to carry on.

Unfortunately after Stage 4 they retired when the brakes failed. The front left wheel rim had rubbed through the brake line causing all the fluid to end up on the mud flaps.
